Commissioner Mason reported that Commissioners Young and Erwin joined her at the Kenwood Annual Meeting on Monday night and Commissioner Erwin and Berry Graves joined her at the CIDNA Annual Meeting on Tuesday night. NEW BUSINESS
Commissioner Erwin stated that the City has finished work on the Urban Forestry Policy and would now like the Park Board to endorse the policy. He informed the Board that Council President Ostrow would address the Board at the next meeting, May 19, 2004.


THE TIME BEING 5:55 P.M., IT WAS THE CONSENSUS OF THE BOARD TO HEAR FROM “OPEN TIME” SPEAKERS WHO WERE PRESENT.

OPEN TIME
Arlene Fried, 1109 Xerxes Avenue South, read from a prepared statement requesting information about the new Park Board Headquarters. A copy of Ms. Fried’s request is made part of the Board’s permanent record.

President Olson referred Ms. Fried to Assistant Superintendent Rietkerk.

* * *

Steve Nelson, 1910 Russell Avenue North, discussed the Board’s 2002 Annual Report. He questioned figures that he felt were not correct and asked why there were two separate approved list of funds. 

President Olson referred Mr. Nelson to Assistant Superintendent Siggelkow.

* * *

Charlie Casserly, 4705 – 27th Avenue South, stated that he has noticed that the lifeguard stand and the sign has been removed from Lake Hiawatha Beach and was curious if the beach was going to open this year. He asked the Board what it would cost to open the beach this year and what could be done to keep it open.

President Olson referred Mr. Casserly to Assistant Superintendent Schmidt.

* * *

Edwin Bell, 3300 St. Paul Avenue, addressed four concerns. The first was the pedestrian crossings being abused by drivers, including Park Police and Minneapolis Police. His second concern was signs on the parkway. As a realtor, he thought that if realtors paid a fee to post open house signs it would be a great revenue source. Mr. Bell was also concerned about trash floating in the lake and offered suggestions for its removal. His last issue was after mowing grass clippings remaining in the gutter. Mr. Bell informed the Board that he would be happy to work on community relations regarding any of these items.

President Olson referred Mr. Bell to Assistant Superintendent Schmidt.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

CROWN HYDRO PROJECT
President Olson announced that speakers would each be allowed two minutes to address the Board. He asked speakers to state their name and address for the record.

Dick Gillespie, 600 2nd Street South, spoke against the project, stating that there was a fair amount of risk and requires give up flow over the falls for 100 years. He believed that the Xcel power plant across the river was running far below capacity and that it would be cheaper and easier to allow Xcel to increase their generation.

Ken Bradley, 2227 East 35TH 
Street, spoke in favor of the project. He said the project looked beneficial to him and had a hard time seeing what the negative impacts are. 

Gary Smaby, Washburn Lofts, spoke in opposition to the project. He addressed the economic issues and stated his qualification. He did not feel that this plan was economically viable and did not feel energy consumers would benefit. Mr. Smaby also stated that Xcel Energy could produce power cheaper at their existing plant.

Michelle Swanson, 414 Nicollet Mass, stated she was a representative of the Xcel Energy Renewable Energy Fund. She told the Board that the fund was created by the Minnesota Legislature to facilitate development of renewable energy projects and related research. She informed the Board that Xcel Energy is in favor of this project.

G. Ralph Swenson, former Park Board Commissioner, spoke in favor of the project. He stated that there were educational, entertainment and income aspects of the project and that it was environmentally friendly.  He urged the Board to consider this project.

Alan Shelepsky, 19 South First Street, spoke about the history of the development of the city and the importance of St. Anthony Fall in its development. He urged the Board to respect the river and its history.

Diane Fitzgerald, 19 South First Street, spoke in favor of the project. She thought that people had to take responsibility for energy needs in a way that has low impact. She hoped the Board would consider this project favorably.

Brian Anderson, 117 Portland, stated he was opposed to the project. He felt development along the river is viewed as an important development in combating the perception by outsiders of Minneapolis. He believed the Board’s first concern should be the citizens of Minneapolis, not tourists, but he also believed that Minneapolis residents felt a great deal of pride when visitors recognize the transformation that has occurred on the Mississippi. Mr. Anderson stated that it would be foolish to risk the Stone Arch Bridge and the falls for so little return.

Sheldon Strom, 5037 Colfax Avenue South, stated that he has followed this project for about 10 years and only recently have concerns been raised about the project. He thought that, as a minimum, it might be useful to see if Crown Hydro can resolve any of the issues brought up recently. Mr. Strom suggested that the Board delay voting on this tonight. He thought it would be fairer to Crown Hydro to give them more time to see if they can make progress with these issues.

Dean Thorp, 14089 Oakland Road, Stillwater, Minnesota informed the Board he was in favor of the project. He encouraged the Board to take a wider, more regional view of the decision before them. Mr. Thorp stated the site was a commercial site and that he thought parks and power were compatible. He urged the Board to do everything in its power to encourage the development of alternative energy.

Steve Deruyter, 600 South 2nd Street, stated he was opposed to the project. He stated that the Park Board could deny the resolution for the lease and eliminate the need for the environmental review of the proposed construction of a hydroelectric power plant in Mill Ruins Park. He also stated that the proposed site was not surplus park property. Mr. Deruyter also said the project was unnecessary and will produce expensive energy and the proposed lease will be found invalid in the courts. He asked the Board to vote to stop this project.

Steve Nelson, 616 North 2nd Street, spoke in favor of the project. He stated that this has seemed to be a good project through much of its history and only recently has had things questioned. As a resident in the north loop, he said he was sympathetic with neighborhood issues but he also wanted the Board to take the wider view.

Tyrone Bujold, 117 Portland, urged the Board to oppose the project. He stated that the Board should be cautious about getting into the hydropower business. He addressed the issue of zoning. He also discussed past Board action resolving that the amount of water flowing over St. Anthony Falls should be limited to no less that 2,000 feet. 

Penny Winton, 700 South 2nd Street, spoke in opposition to the project. She complimented Crown Hydro on their presentation and detailed plans but that nothing has convinced her that this is the proper use of this site. She stated it disturbed her that 13 years of work has gone on and residents are only given a short time to try to counter the project.

Jeff Hands, 100 2nd Street Southeast, spoke in opposition of the project. He felt the Board needed to address the issue of taking water off the falls. He stated he was an advocate for small hydro but not an advocate for this project. He stated that this issue has been addressed before when NSP was turned down for taking more water off the spillway. Mr. Hands could not understand why if the Board wanted to take more water off the spillway why it would not go back to NSP and let them modify their existing plant.

Pete Gelser, 100 2nd Street Southeast, spoke in opposition of the project. He thought the arguments for renewable energy are compelling, but in a different location. He felt there were too many unknowns and that damage would be done to the historic structure. Mr. Gelser also felt 100 years was too long and the risks were too high to take for a project that could be supplanted by additional power being generated at the existing power plant on the east bank.

Karen Rasmussen, 600 South 2nd Street, thanked the Park Board for delaying their vote to allow Crown Hydro to meet with the neighborhood groups. She understood why the Park Board might find this project attractive. However, she felt the existing structure across the river could achieve the same renewable energy source. Ms. Rasmussen asked the Commissioners if they want their legacy to be the destruction of St. Anthony Falls and urged them to vote no.

Bridget Ryan, 4105 17th Avenue South, spoke in support of the project, stating she was a recreational user of the river and had enjoyed Mill Ruins Park to a great degree. She stated that the project offers the city an opportunity to showcase the vibrant and working history of the river. She stated that Board Members related to the Green Party know how important creating renewable energy sources are. Ms. Ryan asked the Board to look favorably at this project.

Joseph Wellington, 110 Bank Street, stated he was concerned about the low water levels over the falls resulting in strong odors coming off the water.

Commissioner Young passed out an article that appeared last September in the Skyway News and commended Scott Russell for the information and graphic presented in the article.

Commissioner Erwin stated that he has tried to figure out a way to get this project to work at this site and that he was a strong supporter of renewable energy. He felt the city has changed and the falls have become a significant natural resource to the vitality of downtown Minneapolis. He suggested that instead of impacting the falls, the Board focus its efforts on developing the lower falls for hydro electric power.

Commissioner Erwin moved, seconded by Commissioner Mason –


THAT THE BOARD TERMINATE DISCUSSION ON A LEASE WITH CROWN HYDRO AT THE MILL RUINS SITE.

President Olson asked for discussion on the motion.

Commissioner Mason stated she was in agreement with Commissioner Erwin’s statement. She felt the risks involved in this project far outweigh the benefits and thought it was wise to vote against this project.

Commissioner Young read a prepared statement, “In my 15 years of work on the Park Board I have worked hard to do my job as best as humanly possible – to protect and serve as a steward of our beloved park system.

Martin Sabo has been enormously helpful in working with the Park Board in getting federal dollars to help redevelop the St. Anthony Falls area including the Stone Arch Bridge and Mill Ruins Park. He has done so much to help us make the river happen. Most recently he has brought funding to include a water park in the east side of the river that would include white water rafts, which he recently supported. Rice, Kroening and Sarna brought us home the state funds to support implementing the vision.

It’s also interesting in that the Park Board filed a Motion to Intervene with the FERC in March of 2003, with strongly-worded opposition to this project in which the Park Board staff states ‘while Crown has been willing to discuss the design of the forebay/headrace area, its representatives have refused to engage in the preparation of any form of agreement,’ and concludes with ‘This flagrant disregard of the stipulations of the license cast into question the ability of the licensee to undertake this project in a timely, cooperative, and competent manner.

Based upon the reasons outlined above, the Park Board holds that granting the requested amendment of license has the potential to do irreparable damage to the goals of the Park Board and the City of Minneapolis in the ongoing development of recreational facilities and historic preservation activities in the project area.”

There is not an Environmental Assessment Worksheet (EAW) for the Cataract Mill. The current EAW is from 10 years ago and the Crown Hydro Mill. I have yet to understand all the delays and reasons why it has taken Crown Hydro 13 years to finish all its preparatory work necessary to convince us all that this is right. The last five years the staff have put in hundreds of hours of work on trying to make this happen but it just doesn’t seem to come together.

I have also done enough history research now to understand that this building had an operating turbine in it for decades and has yet to collapse. The building dates to 1879, and its power system is described as at least a century old and operated until 1933. Because the historical turbine transmitted power through mechanical means, I bet those turbines in 14 different companies and their milling operations with those big huge machines produced more vibration than what is being proposed of this small project and the production of electricity.

It is also true that Crown Hydro cannot do this without the $5.1 Renewable Energy Development Funds and I question whether this is the best use of those funds. If Crown Hydro is not producing energy by January 2005, they loose a large portion of this money. No matter what happens tonight, there is no way they can start producing energy by that date.

This is an incredible risk to the area – the Falls and the bridge. It has taken a long time to make these improvements to take it from vision to implementation. An now we are only the first step in the ladder and it goes next to the Met Council, the City for Zoning and the City has rules about spot zoning so it is hard for me to believe that they are going to change that, along with the long list down the line of everyone else on the river who have to have a say.

When people have asked me what has changed in the last ten years from where we all started on this, we have put into place that vision that many people had for the riverfront. In that short ten years, as many in the audience said, we have built a new park, development has brought new residents and started a whole new neighborhood - the Guthrie has come to the riverfront, the Mill City Museum and more. Our oak plank road has been finished and the tail races opened up. These changes have been unbelievable and have had a great impact on the area. This spot is no longer the perfect place for a model hydro project.

The lower lock and dam area is not fully utilized with respect to potential hydro-electric development and so, if we at the Park Board deem that this is an important part of our mission, we can go ahead and support other efforts. Please understand that this does not diminish my love and my passion for renewable energy. I will continue to talk about it and drive you all crazy. It is my belief that there is a need for hydro and I actually, as much as I hate to say it, think some people are right about expanding Xcel. I don’t know the right answer.

I do know that the bottom line is that at this site is a risk to the Park Board for so little money and in reality it isn’t about the money. It is about 100 years and seven generations into our future. I personally would hate to be responsible for the loss of the Falls or the Stone Arch Bridge.

Thank you for your time.”

Commissioner Berry Graves stated she was concerned about the impact on the residents. She said she still hasn’t received a clear answer about financing.  She felt it was a whole lot of money for a small return. She said this project makes no common sense to her and for the Board to agree to a 50-year contract with the ability to renew for another 50 years is bothersome to her. Commissioner Berry Graves stated that she did not like business plans that do not provide the Park Board an out. All the information she has heard tonight has also been of importance. She felt there were too many variables involved at this time for the Board to move forward. She also had a problem with not having received accurate information after ten years. Commissioner Berry Graves thought the project was too expensive in relationship to its impact on the river for her to vote yes at this time.

Commissioner Fine stated that six months ago he probably would have voted against the project but that he has since changed his view.  He stated that the lease provided for protection for damage that could be done to historical sites. He said that there will be a study done and if it shows that there a problems with damage to significant historical items, the Park Board has the right to terminate the lease. He also addressed the issue of the Environmental Assessment Worksheet (EAW), stating that could be another condition put into the lease. Commissioner Fine felt that the Park Board signing a lease does not mean it is shirking its duties that people feel the Park Board should have. In addition, zoning could be another condition to the lease meaning if the zoning doesn’t pass the Park Board terminates the lease. Commissioner Fine felt what the Board was really talking about is does the Board support renewable energy and he believed that this lease would make the statement for renewable energy. In addition, he thought, from a historical perspective, it showed the history of the City of Minneapolis. Commissioner Fine stated he would be voting no on the motion on the floor.

Commissioner Kummer stated that a dam did break and a flood of misinformation has swept up many people in its wake. She believed those of her colleagues that have taken the opportunity to vote against this may be surprised by yet another backlash she believed will occur. She said there are many people who support this who have just begun to surface. Commissioner Kummer was amazed at some of the statements that have been made, especially by self-proclaimed environmentalists. She stated that this project was clean, safe and the right thing to do and that she would also be voting against the motion on the floor.

Commissioner Dziedzic commented that Brian Rice, Park Board Attorney, has stated that because it is a 50-year lease and is renewable for 50 years, it is the same as a sale, which takes six votes. Commissioner Dziedzic stated that there were nine members on the Board and four have already committed to a no vote. However, he thought the Board should wait until the May 19 meeting, allowing Commissioner Hauser to vote on the project.

Commissioner Dziedzic moved a substitute motion, seconded by Commissioner Fine –


THAT THE BOARD POSTPONE TAKING A VOTE ON THE CROWN HYDRO PROJECT AND TAKE THE VOTE, ALONG WITH TESTIMONY, AT THE MAY 19, 2004 REGULAR MEETING.

Commissioner Young suggested a substitute to Commissioner Dziedzic’s motion stating if the Board was going to delay voting, it delay it a month, until June 2, 2004 in order to get all the neighborhood groups involved.

Commissioner Dziedzic accepted Commissioner Young’s suggestion as a friendly-amendment to his substitute motion.

Commissioner Young withdrew her substitution due to the absence of other Commissioners at the June 2, 2004 Regular Meeting.

Commissioner Mason saw no reason why the Board should delay its vote. She stated that the Board has taken a vote and it was evident that this vote would probably be coming up tonight. She also stated that the Board has taken many votes when members had been absent and did not think that should be a factor. Commissioner Mason believed Commissioner Hauser was quoted in an article publicly that she was opposed to the project. She thought the Board should vote tonight.

President Olson commented that he was usually criticized when he spoke for other Board Members and that he did not know what Commissioner Hauser’s position was. 

President Olson called the question on the substitute motion.

Upon call for the question, on a voice vote, the motion carried.

(Commissioner Mason voted no, Commissioner Young abstained.)
